Why LWW: 
 -40% of the World's  
   population has no access to  
   safe drinking water. 
 -80% of disease in two-thirds  
   of the World is related to foul 
   drinking water and    
   sanitation;  5 million people  
   die each year. 
 -97% of earth's water is salty,  
   2% is frozen (70% of fresh 
   water), less than 1% is     
   available for consumption. 
 
Our mission trip to Samahil, 
Mexico, this week will install a 
complete clean water system.  But, 
our prime purpose is to build 
relationships relying on the living 
water of Jesus with our operating 
partners in Samahil. You, the 
congregation, has made this 
possible from your generous 
support by raising funds, gifts, and 
most important, your prayers.
