The 
Kings have served as Presbyterian 
Church(USA) short-term volunteer 
coordinators on the foreign field 
since 2002. Much of their work 
focuses on effective deployment of 
short-term mission teams from U.S. 
churches who go to serve alongside 
others. 
There are about 4,000 believers in 
the country where they serve and 
near ly 100 fellowships and 
congregations. Although the country 
is not a Christian culture, the secular 
government does permit some 
Christian activities. 
The Kings have helped place 
groups for effective mission and 
service, from one week to three 
months’ duration. The Kings are 
developing ministry partnerships 
that revolve around children and 
education,  including   involvement 
with a school for physically and 
mentally challenged young people. 
They are also working with a 
number of government officials to 
foster the exchange of ideas and 
mutual cooperation. 
Ben and Verna are members of 
University Presbyterian Church 
(UPC) in Seattle, Washington, 
where Ben served as a deacon and 
Verna was an elder. They were 
active in the congregation’s Urban 
and  Global  Missions department, 
where Ben organized the church’s 
Western European Mission Task 
Force. The Kings visited a number 
of UPC missionaries in the field and 
served a three-year mission term in 
Nepal together. Benjamin previously 
w o r k e d  i n  c o n s t r u c t i o n 
management, and Verna has held 
positions in business finance and 
administration.
